Suppliers to the Water Environment Industry are offered an opportunity to display their products 
and services subject to the rules listed below: 
 
1.  Water JAM 2008 Annual Meeting Committee will be in direct charge of the exhibits and will be responsible for 

exhibitor compliance with all exhibits rules. An exhibitor will be asked to remove or modify any exhibit which, in the 
judgment of the Committee, does not comply with the rules or spirit of the exhibit.  The exhibit hours will be:

        Coffee and drinks will be served along with light snacks within the exhibit area only during breaks. 
 
2.  Exhibitor’s can provide a door prize for their booth, however, it is not required.  These door prizes can be handled at 

the exhibitor’s discretion and announced during the Wednesday morning or afternoon breaks. 
  
3.  A draped table, backdrop and sign with exhibitor’s name will be furnished for each exhibitor.  Each 10’ x 10’ exhibit
